CONDITIONS OF SCHOOLING SHOW 
 Entry Fees:  $70 Horse Trial (A HT is one Dressage test, plus one Stadium class, plus one Cross Country test – combined lowest score wins division); $50 Combined Test (A CT is 

one Dressage test, plus one Stadium class, – combined lowest score wins division);   $20 per class Dressage and/or Stadium Jumping, $5 office fee; $5 late fee; jump classes at 
gate $25 (must check in with secretary no less than 10 minutes before walk-through break).  % classes must send a copy of the test they are riding with entry form.  For Trinity’s 
students only:  Horse rental $10 per day, max. 3 classes or 1 division allowed.  Horse will be shared with other students. 

 Stabling/Grounds Fees:  On grounds (very limited, please call first) $25* overnight  (bring your own hay, feed, and water bucket); $20* day; $45* both; all horses showing out of 
trailer must pay a $10 per trailer grounds fee; *+ $15 separate check stall cleaning deposit; Shavings provided; feeding provided for overnights. 

 All classes will be judged on performance and soundness.  Stadium and dressage may be shown in short sleeves.  Sleeveless shirts not permitted, bare midriffs not permitted.  
Show manager has final say in all matters!  Show starts at 8 a.m., and classes may not run in numerical order. 

 All Dressage tests and Stadium jumping in large enclosed arena.  All dressage classes performed in regular size arena.  Riding times will be posted online at:  
http://www.angelfire.com/ma4/trinitystables/ridetimes2008.html   No phone calls or mailings for ride times please. 

 Hard hats with harness required at all times when mounted.  Protective vests and medical armbands required for Cross Country. 
 Full concessions on grounds (grilled hot dogs, grilled corn, snacks, drinks, water, etc.) – proceeds benefit Trinity Stables Ministries, Inc. a 501(c)3 Charity. 
 All riders under 18 yr.s must be accompanied by a parent/guardian.  Please be courteous to other riders.  Dangerous riders will be asked to dismount and possibly leave show 

grounds.  Horses MUST be hand walked over bridges, and are not permitted in yard area.  Proper arena etiquette required (always enter/leave at A, do NOT enter arena area until 
judge blows whistle). 

 Ribbons to 4th place, prizes for HT division winners. Winners/Results will be posted online, in Henderson Gleaner, and on board at show grounds. 
 Refunds:  Before closing date--full refund less office fee.  After closing date - only if your spot is filled from waiting list.  Please notify secretary ASAP for best chance of your spot 

being filled. 
 Parking:  Enclosed field (will be marked). 
 Directions:  From Evansville, IN:  Take 41S. into Henderson, KY.  At the end of the strip, bear left onto the Pennyrile PKY.  Take exit #68 Niagara/Robards.  Turn left (towards 

Niagara).  Farm is two miles on left.  Look for white “Trinity Stables” horse sign.  FROM OWENSBORO, KY:  Take the Audubon PKY. towards Henderson.  When the Audubon 
dead ends into the Pennyrile PKY., go south.  Take Exit #68 and follow above directions from there.  

 Dressage and Stadium in fenced arena with all weather limestone footing.  Warm up ring in enclosed grass field, will not be lettered for dressage.  NO HORSES will be allowed on 
XC course.  Walking for Stadium will be held in break before start of each SJ class.  Walking for Cross Country begins Friday after 5 p.m. and ends ½ hour before first Cross 
Country test. 

 ALL ENTRIES must send proof of negative Coggins  drawn within one year of show date or entry WILL BE RETURNED!  All riders must sign liability release before arrival on 
grounds.  Non-signed entries WILL BE RETURNED!  Health certificates, drawn within 150 days of travel, now required for all horses traveling in Kentucky, by state law.

 Management reserves the right to cancel, combine, or add any classes. 
 Dogs are discouraged, if brought MUST BE LEASHED.  All barking or out of control animals will be asked to leave grounds.  Concessions available on grounds.  Water for horses 

available.  Medical personnel, vet, and farrier are on call.  Medical response time approx. 5 minutes, less than 5 miles away.
